NOTICE OF RACE

In June, the average day temperature is 28° C and thermal breeze winds are particular steady, blowing at about 10-15 knots.

2. LOCATION AND DATES OF THE RACES

The races will take place in the stretch of sea facing the beach of Cervia - Milano Marittima on 20, 21, 22 June 2008.

3. PROGRAMME

Start of first race: 20 June 2008 at 1.30 pm, other races to follow.

Number of races: 8.

There will not be more than three races a day. On Sunday 22 June 2008 there will not be starts after 3.00 pm.

4. RULES AND REGULATIONS

The races will be held under the Isaf 2005/2008 regulation.

The Regatta Instructions will be available from 9.00 am of 20 June 2008.

5. ENTRIES

Entries must be sent to the Organizing Club and completed not later than at 10.00 am of 20 June 2008, together with the admission fee and the other necessary documentation.

The admission fee amounts to euro 60,00 for Snipe class and euro 45,00  for Dighy 12’ class.

6. SCORING SYSTEM

It will be applied the Minimum Score system with bonus (0.75 to number one in the place list). There will be a maximum of 8 races with one discarding after four valid races and two discardings after seven valid races.

The regatta will be considered valid irrespective of the number of races held.

7. PRIZES

Snipe class : to the first five crews in the final results and to the first women crew;  Dinghy 12’class for the first five helmsman.

8. OTHER EVENTS AND SOCIAL

Friday 20 June 2007: 8.15 pm, Piada Grand Prix, go-kart race at the Happy Valley motor racing circuit; 10.00 pm, Romagna dinner in a typical local restaurant.

Saturday 21 June 2007: 7.30 pm, Piada Party at the nautical club, to follow Piada Bingo with various prizes; midnight, Piada Night in the well known night club “Pineta”.

Sunday 22 June 2007: 5.00 pm, Piada Clinic, a crash course on the art of pizza making; 5.30 pm, prize-giving ceremony.
